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Requesting College Credit Transcripts Class of 2022

should be requesting official transcripts from the college(s) where they took the
college credit classes.

Please reach out to your
counselor should you need additional assistance.

NOTE: If you are currently enrolled in a college credit course at PHS,
please wait until the end of June/early July to request your college transcripts.  Nashua, SNHU,
and Manchester will not receive your grades until the end of the school year!

Retrieving your SAT Scores: Once your SAT scores are available online,
you will receive an email to view them in your College Board account. Should you
have trouble logging in, DO NOT make another account. Contact the College and
Career Counseling Department for assistance.

Summer College Visits: Summertime is a
fantastic time to explore some of your top college choices. The best
way to learn more about a particular school is to go for a visit.  Most
colleges have daily information sessions and multiple campus tours
you can join. Sign up on the college’s website you are interested in.
You might also be able to schedule a time to meet virtually with an
admission counselor if travel is not an option.
