v" Prior to arriving to the school building, students are asked to perform
a personal health check.
 Take your temperature to verify you do not have a fever.
 Ask yourself the following questions:
- Do you have a new cough or sore throat?
- Are you experiencing unexplained shortness of breath or
difficulty breathing?
. - Do you have unexplained joint/muscle soreness or headache?
. - Do you have unexplained tiredness or fatigue?
> -’UN’UR H’EH - Are you experiencing new loss of taste or smell?
- Are you experiencing gastrointestinal symptoms (i.e. diarrhea,
vomiting, etc.)
- Have you been in contact with anyone who has shown symptoms
or been diagnosed with COVID-19?
v If you answer YES to any of these questions OR have a temperature of
100 or higher, DO NOT report to school and report your symptoms to
district health staff.

If your child is tested for COVID-19, do not send them to school until
you receive results back and they are negative.
