Our SRO will be a uniformed Mariemont police officer assigned to the high school campus to provide security and
crime prevention services and also serve as a problem solver, youth advocate, school and community liaison, mentor
and positive role model.

Please know that the decision to assign a SRO at the high school is not in reaction to an issue or problem on our
campus; rather, we want to be as proactive as possible in protecting our children because we believe feeling safe is
so incredibly important to the overall success and wellbeing of every student.

We are fortunate to have law and safety enforcement personnel who are so invested in the safety of our communities
and our schools, and we are grateful to have the capacity to add a School Resource Officer to the team of
professionals who watch over our students, staff and visitors.
