Must attend, within 9 months of the award, a college or university that offers an
associates or baccalaureate degree or a technical or trade school.

The evaluation of an applicant focuses on four principal areas: academics, life activities,
financial need, and how well they prepare an essay on a current topic relevant to Italians and Italian
Americans.

The Columbus Italian Club respectfully requests that you use your judgment and recommend
students graduating from your high school this year that you believe are deserving of consideration
and meet the application criteria. The student portion of completed applications are to be returned to
you.
