· Dick and Margaret Campbell Memorial Scholarship – amount varies;

open to seniors planning to attend Ohio University

· Christmann Scholarships – amounts vary; open to graduating seniors who live in Ames, Bern, Rome, or Canaan Townships

· Martha Crewson Scholarship – $500.; open to graduating seniors planning to pursue a degree in education at Ohio University

· Charles V. Robinson, Sr. Memorial Scholarship – $500; open to a senior planning to pursue a career in education, preferably history, at any college or university and who has been involved in extra-curricular athletics

· Howard Stout Memorial Scholarship– amounts vary; scholarships open to FHHS seniors who have been involved in FFA or 4-H clubs and who intend to enroll at Ohio University or Hocking College

· William Harkins Scholarship – open to graduating seniors who intend to pursue a career in the field of education at any college or university.
