Isolate for 5
days from
positive test
date

End isolation on

day 6 if

asymptomatic.

Wear a mask
for an
additional 5

If symptoms
develop,
isolate from
others and
contact
doctor to be
evaluated

Re-exposure guideline: For adults or children

previously diagnosed with symptomatic
laboratory-confirmed COVID-19 who remain
asymptomatic after recovery, retesting or
guarantine is not recommended if another
exposure occurs or might have occurred
within 90 days after the date of symptom
onset from the initial SARS-CoV-2 infection.
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A close
contact of a
confirmed
COVID-19 case

Is the close contact
fully vaccinated
against COVID-19?

Was the person
exposed in a K-
12 classroom or
at a school-
related activity?

Quarantine for 5 days
from last exposure
and get tested on day
5 followed by strict
mask use for an
additional 5 days. If
quarantine is not
feasible, it is
imperative that an
exposed person
always wear a well-
fitting mask when
around others for 10
days after exposure.

If symptoms
develop, isolate
from others and
contact doctor to

be evaluated

Contact may attend
school if they monitor
for COVID-19 symptoms
and wear a mask for 10
days (can be reduced to
5 with negative PCR or
antigen test performed
5 days after exposure)

Unvaccinated contacts
can continue to
participate in
extracurricular
activities if they follow
the ODH “Test to Play”
guidelines *

If symptoms
develop, isolate
from others and
contact doctor to

be evaluated
