Recommend the Board approve the schematic design (“SD”) phase stage submittals and authorizing design development phase services for the abatement and demolition of multiple buildings as part of the Ohio Facilities Construction Commission’s (“OFCC”) Classroom Facilities Assistance Program (“CFAP”) Project (“Project”).


Background:

1. The Board is in the process of an OFCC CFAP Project, based 

upon a master facilities plan prepared by the OFCC and 


accepted by the Board. 

2. As part of the Project, there is an allowance to abate and 


demolish several of the District’s existing buildings including: 

Logan Elm High School (including the Wood Shop and all 


modular classrooms on the Logan Elm campus); Laurelville 


Elementary School (gym building and some parking to remain); 

Pickaway Elementary School (ball fields and some parking to 

remain); Salt Creek Elementary (all structures and 



improvements); and Washington Elementary (ball fields and 


some parking and playground equipment to remain) (Abatement 

and Demolition Portion of the Project).

3. Fanning Howey Associates, Inc, the Architect for the Project, 

prepared the documents required by the Architect Agreement 

for its SD submissions, and Summit Construction Company, the 

Construction Manager for the Project, reviewed the documents 

prepared by the Architect and provided comments for 



conformity with the design phase submission requirements for 

the Abatement and Demolition Portion of the Project.

4. All of the comments have been reviewed and resolved, and the 

Construction Manager prepared a SD design phase submission 

notebook for the Abatement and Demolition Portion of the 


Project, following the OFCC phase submission requirements, 

which includes the design phase submission form, the updated 

estimated construction cost for the work (based upon the 


budget for the Project from the OFCC Master Facilities Plan), 

and other required documents.

5. The OFCC’s Regional Program Consultant (RPC) for the 


Project is reviewing SD documents for each stage submission, 

and approval of the final form of the documents is anticipated. 

6. The Superintendent recommends the Board approve the SD 

design stage submissions and to authorize the A/E to proceed 

with the design development (DD) design stage documents for 

the Abatement and Demolition Portion of the Project.

Recommend the Board award a contract for construction manager at risk services for the Field House Renovation Project (“Project”) to Summit Construction Company (“Summit”).  

Background:

1. The Board previously approved the selection of Summit as the 
“best 
value” proposer to provide construction manager at risk 
services under R.C. 9.33 for the District’s co-funded Ohio 
Facilities Construction Commission (“OFCC”) Classroom 
Facilities Assistance Program Project (“CFAP Project”).  

2. During the design of the CFAP Project, the District identified a 

need to renovate the field house.

3. The field house renovation is not co-fundable under the CFAP 

Program.  Accordingly, the work cannot be performed by a 


change order to Summit’s existing contract and must be 


contracted for separately and funded solely by the District.

4. The work, however, is not required to be competitively bid under 

R.C. 3313.46, as the work does not constitute an improvement 

to a “school building,” as that term is defined in the Building 


Code, and is thus outside the scope of the competitive bidding 

statute. As a result, the District can enter into a separate 


agreement with Summit to perform the renovation of the field 

house work.

5. The Superintendent requests authority to negotiate an 


agreement with Summit for the work and to execute the 


agreement for a guaranteed maximum price to be negotiated 

and subsequently approved by the Board. 

The Logan Elm Local School District Board of Education resolves as 


  follows:

1. Based upon the recommendation of the Superintendent, the 
Board determines it is in the District’s best interest to award a 
contract to Summit for construction manager at risk services for 
the Project.

2. The Board authorizes the Superintendent to work with other 
administrators and legal counsel to negotiate an agreement with 
Summit for the renovation of the Project, and execute the 
agreement at the satisfactory conclusion of the negotiations for 
a guaranteed maximum price to be negotiated and 
subsequently approved by the Board, and execute any other 
documents necessary to effectuate the intent of this resolution.
