Rehearsal Attendance 
 

● Rehearsals will be on Wednesdays from 2:30-3:30pm in the Sullivan Music 
Room (105) unless otherwise noted. Rehearsal attendance is mandatory 
unless discussed BEFORE rehearsal with Mrs. Luehr. No more than 
THREE unexcused absences will be accepted. Excused absences include 
illness, absence from school, a death in the family, or a family emergency. 
All excused absences must have a written note from the parents turned 
into Mrs. Luehr. More than three unexcused absences will constitute 
grounds for removal from Sullivan Chorus. Because of non-attendance 
days and meetings, we have a very limited amount of time to prepare for 
our concert.

Rehearsal Procedures
