Official transcripts and a copy of the New Mexico Educator License(s) must be on file with the Human Resources Department by 

October 1st of the current year.  The New Mexico Educator License(s) must be applicable to the current contract assignment.

Employees hired after September 1st of the school year must have all official transcripts and New Mexico Educator License(s) 

submitted to the Human Resources Department within thirty (30) working days after employment.

Each employee is responsible to supply an accurate address and other required information for verification of out-of-district 

experience.  Verification must be received from the previous employer/supervisor in the Human Resources Department within thirty 

(30) working days after employment. 

Twenty (20) years of out-of-district experience is allowed.  
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
