Jason lived his life as a deep thinker and held his students and athletes to
a high standard. He lived his life by John Wooden’s The Pyramid of
Success and by the poem The Man in the Glass.

This scholarship has been established to celebrate a graduating male
senior who is a strong student athlete and exemplifies the legacy left by
Jason. This student must be pursuing a degree in a STEM field (with
preference being given to math education majors).
