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Academic Hall of Fame
Eligibility Information
The ultimate honor to be bestowed upon a Williamsburg High School graduate shall be induction
into the Academic Hall of Fame. These individuals have achieved extraordinary
accomplishments and/or excellence in their chosen profession.

METHOD OF SELECTION:
A committee consisting of administrators, staff and community members (not to exceed 8) will
review nominations received from the community. A nominee must receive at least a 75% vote

from the committee to be inducted into the Academic Hall of Fame.

CRITERIA FOR NOMINATION:
A) An Academic Hall of Fame nominee will not be considered for induction into the

Academic Hall of Fame for a minimum of fifteen (15) years after graduation from
Williamsburg High School, and must have attended Williamsburg High School for a
minimum of 3 years and be a graduate.

B) A graduate who accomplishes achievements that are above and beyond the normal
standards. This could include, but not limited to, military academy graduate, doctor,
lawyer, engineer, veterinarian, educator, pharmacist, dentist, architect, music, arts,
business, politics, etc.

O Submission of data citing most notable professional accomplishments; awards,
recognitions, education; community service; and significant contributions made to
society.

D) Any person nominated, but not selected for induction into the Academic Hall of Fame
during the year of nomination, will have their nomination kept on file for five years to be
reviewed annually for possible induction in the future. Nomination period will close on
December 10th, 2021.

INDUCTION

Upon selection for induction into the Academic Hall of Fame, new members will be inducted at

an evening ceremony and must be in attendance for the honor to be extended. This year the
ceremony will be held on Saturday, January 29, 2022.
