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Drone/Robotics Club: The West Mifflin Area Robotics Club is a DRONE Club that
competes in several online and in person races and, also explores the area of 3D mapping
with Drone use and LIDAR technologies. The Drones are made here at the high school and
each student has the opportunity to learn how to fly them through simulators and outside
around the campus. The club will present students with an opportunity to make friends,
contacts, and get a general understanding of what technologies are using drones within their
workforces. Each student will have a chance to earn their TRUST certificate and to study for
the PART 107 Pilot’s Exam for industry and business drone applications.




Environmental Club: The goals of the Environmental Club are to 1) increase members'
awareness of the natural world, 2) develop members' knowledge of how humans impact
the environment, and 3) promote member involvement in activities that help to protect
the environment and the living things that depend on it.
